New Business

Current National Status of Head Start:
Mr. Jenkins discussed the following concerns regarding Head Start:

1. As a result of the actions by the Trump Administration to eliminate federal waste, five out of the ten regional offices were recently closed. These closures did not affect any children. Grants were consolidated into the five remaining offices. 
2. A recent Executive Order paused federal funding, but it excluded SNAP, Medicaid and Head Start. Head Start funding pull downs were affected for one day, but the issue was fixed by the next day.

3. At this time there will be no COLA increase.

4. An article published in USA Today reported that Trump’s 2026 budget eliminated Head Start. The writer’s only source was an unnamed official in the Trump Administration.  He advised the group that there was no reason at all to believe this news was true.  
Improper Payment Review Status:
The Improper Payment Review required 17,000 lines of data of which only 10 lines would be selected for review.  Our agency has submitted the data to the monitoring group and is awaiting further instructions.
Child Assessment Results (Winter):
Ashley Spradlin explained that the children are assessed developmentally three times a year. She explained how to read the results and touched on particular School Readiness Goals to help everyone understand the data. All goals have been exceeded or met the expectations set forth except for Goal #10 and that is due to having many 3-year-old children and the recent winter weather.   
Child Recruitment for 25-26:
Members were given a spreadsheet showing each classroom with the number of children enrolled and the number of children who are moving on to kindergarten as a guide to discuss at their local Policy Committee meetings.
Policy Review and Approval:

1) Age of Income Eligibility
The Age & Income Eligibility Policy was revised to include new language which details how we accept children for enrollment.  

2) Vision Screening 

Vision Screening Policy was revised because it was not clear to staff as to when a vision screening or vision exam should be done.
